TARDY POLICY
Students are expected to be in the classroom at the sound of the tardy bell with all materials for that class.  Tardy consequences  will be assigned as follows, 1st and 2nd tardy – warning, 3rd tardy - one day lunch detention, 4th tardy - 2 days lunch detention,  5th  tardy - 3 days lunch detention, 6th  tardy - 1 day after school detention, 7th  tardy -  2 days after school detention, 8th  tardy - 3 days after school detention, 9th  tardy – one day of Saturday school, 10th  and above tardy - ISS assignments .  It is important to note that the tardy policy is based on cumulative tardies that the student receives in all his/her classes.  *Lunch detention will last the entire period. Sack lunches will be provided. Lunch deliveries while a student is in lunch detention are NOT permitted.
GENERAL SCHOOL INFORMATION

BUILDING HOURS
The building is open for students from 8:30 to 4:00.  Supervisory staff will be on duty during these hours.  Generally, students should not arrive at Lee Freshman before 8:00 a.m.  Breakfast is served before school in the cafeteria.  The cafeteria stops serving at 8:25 a.m.  In the mornings, all students must remain in the cafeteria, library, or classrooms offering tutorials.  Only students who have an appointment with a teacher or with an activity sponsor may enter the building before 8:30.  In the afternoon, students are not to be in the building or on the grounds after 4:00 p.m. unless they are engaged in a scheduled, organized activity under the supervision of school staff.  Students waiting for parents are to remain under the side walk cover on the west end of the campus or in the office if the weather is inclement.

ASSEMBLIES AND PEP RALLIES
Assemblies are an important part of the total instructional program of Lee Freshman High School.  Schedules for assemblies will be announced over the public address system.  Students are required to report to a scheduled assembly just as they are to report to class.  Absence from an assembly will be treated the same as an absence from class.  Misconduct in the assembly carries the same disciplinary action as misconduct in the classroom.  Students will sit in assigned seats for assemblies.


Rules of conduct for assemblies are as follows:


1.
Students are to find their assigned seat promptly on entering the auditorium or gymnasium.


2.
Students are not to talk or leave their places after the opening of the program.


3.
Applause should be limited to the clapping of hands.  Whistling, yelling, or stomping feet are not acceptable.


4.
Conduct should be appropriate to the nature of the program.

Pep rallies will be conducted to create student support for various student activities.  LFHS cheerleaders and the cheerleader sponsor will be responsible for planning and conducting pep rallies.  All students are required to attend and are encouraged to participate with spirit.

LUNCH PERIODS
Students may buy their lunch in the school cafeteria or they may bring their lunch to school. .  Students are to eat their lunch in the school cafeteria.  FOOD OR DRINK OF ANY KIND MAY NOT BE TAKEN TO ANY OTHER AREA OF THE CAMPUS.
Lee Freshman is a closed campus for lunch. No students may leave the campus during the lunch period without the written permission of a building administrator.  Students leaving the campus will be considered truant.


Lunch Deliveries: ALL delivered lunches must be checked in through the office.  Lunch delivery options are: 1) Parents may hand-off the lunch to their child in the office area.  2)  Parents may sign in and receive a visitor badge and deliver the lunch to their student in the cafeteria.  The office staff will not interrupt class for lunch deliveries.


Parents, please note: Lunch delivery is restricted to your student only (parent delivers to their child and no others).  This restriction is for your child’s safety.  No money will be accepted in the office area.  Parents may get a visitor pass and go to the cafeteria to put money in your student’s lunch account.
CARE OF BUILDING AND GROUNDS
All students are expected to do their part in keeping the building and grounds free of litter each day.  Trash containers are provided both inside and outside the building.    

APPROPRIATE SCHOOL DRESS
Students attending Lee Freshman are required to wear a standard form of dress/ uniform.  Any student who is in violation of the Lee Freshman Uniform Dress Code will not be permitted into class.  The standard dress will be navy or khaki pants, shorts, skirts, jumpers, and long overalls; and short or long sleeve collared shirts in white, navy, gray, or maroon - shirts tucked in with black or brown leather or leather-like belts.  Only undershirts of the appropriate color may be worn (maroon, navy, gray, white).  A complete description of the school uniform is available in the school office.  The student dress will also need to comply with the MISD Student Dress Code Policy (See District Student Dress Code Policy in this handbook). 


STUDENT SERVICES
COPIES
Computer Printouts and Copies are $.10 each page.  Please bring correct change.  Neither the librarian nor the office will make change.
DELIVERIES
Students are not allowed to receive deliveries of flowers, balloons, and the like on the Lee Freshman campus.   
I.D. CARD

Every student at LFHS will receive an I.D. card free of charge.  If this card is lost, the student will need to pay $5.00 for a replacement card.

INTERNET USAGE
Students will have access to the Internet through computers in all the classrooms and the library.  In order to use the Internet, the students must return the signed Internet Agreement.  This agreement is not valid unless it is signed by both the parent and the student.  The student’s I.D. card will be marked to indicate that they may access the Internet.
LIBRARY SERVICES
The LFHS Library is open each school day from 8:00 - 4:00 for students that would like to check out books or work on research.  There are computers available for students to have access to the Internet for research purposes, but the students must have an I.D. stamped for Internet usage.  Books may be checked out for two weeks and may be renewed once.  Reference books or other special books are limited to a single period or overnight check out.  Overdue and damaged books are subject to a fine. The student I.D. will be required in order to check out books form the library.
LOCKERS

Each student will have a private locker to store personal property, books, and other items.  STUDENTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO SHARE LOCKERS AND MUST USE THE LOCKER WHICH WAS ASSIGNED TO THEM.  Students who have any difficulty with a locker are to report it to the assistant principal immediately.
LOST AND FOUND
Articles found on campus are to be turned in to the attendance clerk and any articles lost should be reported to her also.  Students are urged to check frequently if they have lost articles.  At the end of the year, unclaimed items will be disposed of through local charity agencies.  Students may offer a cash reward for lost items.  The reward, however, must be deposited with the school secretary before such an announcement can be made.
SCHOOL PICTURES
Pictures are taken once a year for the entire student body.  These pictures are taken for the school yearbook at no charge to the student.  However, a student may purchase a packet of pictures for personal use.  More information will be available at the beginning of the school year.

TELEPHONES
Office telephones are for business use only and are not to be used by students for personal use.  A student will not be called from class to receive a phone call except in emergencies.  Telephone messages will not be delivered to students except in emergencies. Emergencies will be determined by the school administrators.  
TUTORIAL SESSIONS
Tutorial sessions are offered before school, after school and during lunch as announced by the individual teacher.  
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
